 Saint Expedite is invoked in urgent cases and for prompt solutions, 
especially in the settlement of business and legal proceeding.  Many people 
say he is also a big help to those who wish to overcome obstacles that are in 
the way of their financial success. 
 
 Because St. Expedite is associated with quick solutions, some people 
in the computer tech field have adopted him as their own patron saint.  There 
are many in that industry that , get paid only for software and hardware 
"solutions" or upon completion of their task.  Lots of times they have to wait 
for payment to come well after submitting their completed work.

America was exposed to his influence in New Orleans, 
by way of Spain.  The Catholic Church just doesn’t know enough about him to 
really call him a saint and has at times tried to squash his following.  They 
have not succeeded so far because St. Expedite has this uncanny habit of  
actually coming through for people in need.    

Tips from Saint Expedite.org

Also you must spread his name if he 
has helped you.  A public thank you is necessary to complete the  
transaction, that is a sign of respect and gratitude.  Run a classified ad 
in your local paper.  Put a piece of paper with your thanks on a bulletin 
board.
