St. Anthony Mary Claret was a Roman Catholic archbishop
and missionary. He founded the congregation of Missionary NOVENA TO

Sons of the Immaculate Heart of Mary, commonly called SAINT ANTHONY MARY CLARET
the Claretians. His Feast day is on October 24th. Since the
saint himself received many miraculous cures during his
lifetime (including the immediate healing of a gaping wound
in his side after he prayed to the Blessed Virgin), people pray
to him for healing. Our Lady told St. Anthony Mary Claret
that she would obtain from God anything he asked through
her Immaculate Heart.
